6th Annual Talent Competition and Showcase 2007

Rules & Eligibility Guidelines
OVERVIEW
The Tejano Academy of Fine Arts (TAOFA) in conjunction with the City of Corpus Christi and the Arts and Cultural Commission of the City of Corpus Christi is proud to announce it=s search for talent for the 6th  Annual Talent Competition and Showcase 2007.  Artists from all over the State of  Texas have been invited to compete for their place in this exciting event to be held at the Solomon P Ortiz Center in Corpus Christi, Texas on Saturday, November 24, 2007.
This year=s venue is currently scheduled to begin at 6:00 pm and is subject to change based on the number of participants.
This year=s host will be international recording artist, Mr. George Jay  Admission to the evening=s festivities will be $15.00 per person, plus tax.  There is no admission fee for contestants.  

This event is TAOFA’s main fund-raiser which provides funds for our summer programs.  A portion of the proceeds this year will be set aside for our building and scholarship funds.  

Absolutely no outside food or beverage is allowed in the performance hall.
THE COMPETITION
Contestants may apply by mailing in the application form and the $25 application fee no later than October 31, 2007.  Contestants for this year=s event will be selected by TAOFA=s Board of Directors.  Contestants will receive a confirmation letter of their participation.

INCENTIVES & AWARDS
Trophies will be awarded for 1st, 2nd & 3rd place winners in each category along with certificates & ribbons.  

Awards for the Overall Winner - ABest of Show@ include a larger trophy, special certificate and ribbon, along with 4 tickets to the next annual event.  
Other awards may be included in the prize package and may or may not be announced before the competition/showcase.

RESIDENCY
Applicants must be US citizens or permanent resident aliens.

OCCUPATION
Applicants can be students, amateurs or professionals.

SUBMITTALS
All materials submitted remain the property of TAOFA and will not be returned.

DEADLINE
Submittals must be sent by mail or courier to the address listed below and received by October 31, 2007.  TAOFA is not responsible for lost or delayed mail deliveries.

REGISTRATION FEE
The $25 application fee must be in the form of personal check, money order or cashier=s check.   The application fee is non-refundable.

COSTS
All expenses, such as travel, lodging and other expenses will be covered by the contestant.  TAOFA will try to arrange hotel room discounts and will provide that information  as it becomes available.  Hotel rooms are available by request.  Family members wishing to attend this event must pay full admission fees.  No comp tickets will be given.  Event tickets can be purchased in advance or at the door.  
SELECTION PROCESS
TAOFA=s Board of Directors will select all participants.  Participants will be notified by phone and will receive a letter of confirmation.  Alternates will be selected in case there are cancellations.  All decisions will be made by TAOFA=s Board of Directors and will be final and non-disputable.

PERFORMANCES
Each contestant selected to perform in TAOFA=s 6th Annual Talent Competition and Showcase 2007 must perform only with the personnel listed on the entry form submitted.  If a contestant is not in their place and available when their name is called on the night of the competition will not be allowed to compete.

All singing performances must be performed live.  No lip-syncing will be allowed.

All background music must be on a CD and must be completely voice eliminated.  Tapes are not acceptable.

Performers will be provided a PA, microphone and lights.  Once selected, discussions will take place concerning equipment necessary.  Every effort will be made to eliminate confusing and lengthy equipment changes.

The sound system will be setup the afternoon of the performance.  You are welcome to come take a look at the facility during that time.  It is mandatory for bands to be present for sound check.  Details will be given at a later time.  All other contestants must drop off their music prior to the start of the event.  Details on when to drop the music off will be provided at a later time. 
The use of unacceptable language or disruptive behavior may result in immediate disqualification from the competition/showcase and ejection from the facility.

WAIVER OF LIABILITY AND RISK:
By submitting an Application Form, the act (and individual members thereof) grants to TAOFA the right to utilize the act=s (and individual members thereof) name, likeness, performance or intellectual property for advertising and promotional purposes without compensation.  By submitting an Application Form, the act (and individual members thereof) assumes all risks of property damage or bodily injury (including death) that might occur during the events.   Applicant(s) agree not to bring suit against TAOFA or their sponsors or agencies any claim for property damage or bodily injury (including death) that might occur during the events and will hold harmless and defend TAOFA in the event of claims arising from an applicant=s participation or performance.  The parents or legal guardians of applicants 17 years or younger selected to perform may be asked to sign further legal documents concerning release of liability for minors, the use of their intellectual property rights, etc.

DISPUTES
TAOFA shall resolve disputes at all levels of the competition and is authorized to disqualify any applicant at any level of the competition for failure to comply with the rules and regulations.  TAOFA reserves the sole right to interpret these rules and/or criteria and its decisions are final.
